STUDENT OUTCOMES
· Describe basic evolutionary principles (including coevolution, evolutionary reversal, analogous, homologous and vestigial structures).

· List the different levels of the taxonomic classification system and describe the components and purpose of a phylogenetic tree.

· Describe how viruses were discovered and the basic shapes of viruses.

· Describe the lytic and lysogenic cycles of virus replication and the impact of viruses on living organisms.

· Describe prions and viriods.

· Describe the distinguishing features of the Archaeans.

· Describe the basic structure of a typical prokaryote and the major groups of prokaryotes.

· Describe the 6 Supergroups in Domain Eukarya.

· Describe the overall basics of cell structure characteristics of protists, the metabolic diversity of protists and the life cycle diversity of protists.

· List the characteristics of fungi, explain sexual and asexual reproduction in fungi, describe each phyla of fungi, and describe the role of fungi in the ecosystem.

· Identify the main characteristics, adaptations and life cycles of the nonvascular, seedless vascular and seed plant groups.

· Describe differences between monocots and eudicots.

· Identify key structures in angiosperm structure: flower, leaf, root, and stem.

· Explain the processes of animal embryonic development and the differences in animal body plans.

· Explore the diversity of invertebrates and vertebrates, describe key features of all the major animal phyla, and list examples found in each.  

· Describe the animal primary tissues, positive and negative feedback mechanisms in homeostasis and describe thermoregulation.

· Describe key features of animal organ systems (nervous, endocrine, circulatory, digestive, respiratory, excretory, immune, and reproductive), comparing features throughout the animal kingdom.
